Eligibility requirements:

· Nominee must be a current member of WNYFLEC;
· Nominating colleague must be a current member of WNYFLEC;
· Teachers who have won within the last 3 years are not eligible.
The “application” consists of:

1. Nomination form, to be completed by Nominating Colleague.
2. Two (2) letters of recommendation, one of which must come from the Nominee’s Department Chair or other supervisor, to be sent directly to WNYFLEC.  It is the Nominating Colleague’s responsibility to make sure any letters of recommendation reach WNYFLEC by March 25, 2012.
3. Statement of justification: on a separate sheet of paper, the Nominating Colleague will please describe his/her reasons for the choice of Nominee as follows:
a. A brief biography of the Nominee, the length of teaching career, including where he/she currently teaches (district and school); and previous teaching positions. Please also include the languages taught by Nominee.
b. Indicate how long and in what capacity the Nominating Colleague has known the Nominee.

c. State, giving specific information, why the Nominee is deserving of consideration of this prestigious award (How long has Nominee been part of LOTE Profession?; What has he/she contributed?; What has been his/her involvement in professional associations?)
